VIRUSESare self-replicating programs that embed
themselves into other programs, or even the operat-
ing systemand use the host to carry out its func-
tion. Unless it attaches itself to an e-mailjray
stays put on the victim's computer.

A WORM is also a computer program that makes
copies of itself. They spread from computer to €com
puter (instead of file to file), infecting wholesy

tems, using up resources in the affected computer,
and causing heaps of damage. Worms penetrate the
computer's memory from a network, find network
addresses of other computers, then send their own
copies to these addresses. Once launched, a worm
can e-malil itself to everyone in an address book or
launch a Trojan Horse.

So worms are designed to spread out to many com-
puters, while viruses generally stay put. Wornke ta
over your computer while viruses destroy files.

A COMPUTER VIRUS

Computer virus program negatively affects
the working of a computer by altering user
data or information without the permission
or knowledge of its actual user. But you
can prevent your computer data and re-
sources from viruses, if you follow the
given tips and tricks.

Never open unknown e-mail messages,
and always scan first all email be-
fore downloading even if you know
the sender of the message.

You should minimize the data transfer
between computers through use of
USB drives and MP3 player, if it is
necessary then always scan first
before open it.

While using the Internet, avoid
downloading free ware software
without first checking it for virus.
Normally the key generator sites
are the main source of virus.

Always use antivirus program with lat-
est version, to detect and remove
viruses from your system. You
should update antivirus program
periodically, because older versions
of antivirus may not remove the
new viruses.

Always keep backup your important
data, because your can restore your
data using backup if a virus deletes
your data or modifies it.

What happens when your PC

IS powered on?

When your PC is powered on a sequence called the
bootstrap is run. It occurs in two steps, Power-On
Self Testand Operating System Load.

Power-On Self Test{POST) is a series of tests to
make certain that necessary is present and properly
operating.

First theCentral Processing UnjCPU) is reset.
1. The CPU checks itself and the POST program
stored in the BIOS memory.

2. Then the CPU begins using the code located in
BIOS to check components in the PC.

The DRAM is tested by writing and reading back
every byte to insure propeperation

1. The Keyboard is checked for attachment and to
see if any key has been pressed.

2. Pushing certain keys during boot up tells the
CPU you want to modify the BIOS code. You
would want to do this if a new piece of hardware
has been added and you need to set up BIOS to
talk to it.

3. The Floppy and Hard Drives are checked to
make sure they are present.

4. The Mouse is also checked to make sure it is
attached.

Finally, thetest resultsare compared to the con-
figuration data in the BIOS.

Any mismatches causes the POST to fail and an
error message appears on the display.

Operating System Load- After the POST is suc-
cessfully completed the CPU searcBésrage de-
vicesfor special files that indicate the beginning of
the OS and then loads it into memory.

1. The sequence in which the storage devices are
searched is part of the configuration set-up stored
in BIOS.

2. Once the Operating System (OS) is located, the
CPU copies what'’s called the 'boot record' from
the OS into DRAM.

3. Control is then passed to the 'boot record' in
DRAM, which then continues loading the rest of
the OS.

4. This process continues until the OS load is
completed.

When the OS load is completed the Desktop ap-
pears in the display and waits for you, the user, t
tell it what you want it to do.
