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LAPTOP BATTERIES
By Virginia Stunkard

I recently had troubl e
read my A: drive. | took it back to the store where |
purchased it. They sent it off to be repaired.

When | got it back, they had on the invoice no parts,

battery, with no explanation. A few days later | was

reading a article by James Coates in the Tampa Trib-
une about laptop batteries. | thought | would share it
with you.

Q. When I 6m using my | apt
the AC power unit, or is this the same as being in
Arechargeodo mode?

A. Millions of laptop owners who mostly use them at
home join me, and you fretting over whether they
should keep using the wall outlets or charge up the
battery and then run the laptop on it as a general prac-
tice. Experts urge laptop owners to relax and use the
AC outlets most of the time, but to also unplug the
computer from the wall socket and run the battery all
the way down to roa#ill dead once every two or
three weeks.

This is because chemical reactions take place in each
of a batteryds cell s,
couple of weeks assures that conditions remain the
same in all cells.

Nickel-cadmium batteries do indeed suffer that mem-
ory probl em, but | BMO s I
immune from that particular shortcoming. If one runs

a NiCad battery down to haféill and then plugs it in

to recharge, these batteries tend to remember that set-
ting and start going dead at what should be the half-
way mark. The solution is not to do that.
